Your “Introduction” letter

The Introduction Letter will be the very first letter you mail to everyone on the many lists provided by your Circle members.

This letter will appear to be authored by your Circle member so you must write it with that in mind.  But it also will be written in a fill-in-the-blank format since you’ll be making many, many photocopies of this letter for use during your Work Party (see Chapter 4, Step 8 in the Gold Enhancements for much more on your Work Party).

You will need to draft TWO Introduction letters. One from a Circle Member couple (usually husband and wife) and one from a single Circle Member. You will need to change the “We” to “I”, the “us” to “me”, etc.

Finally, you should include a reference to your toll-free “Free Recorded Message” in ALL your letters. This will prompt everyone that you contact to call and listen to your Message. This is good. The more you can educate your hundreds and even thousands of contacts, the better.

I know this will cost you a little bit of money since you pay for every minute that your toll-free number is used...BUT...this will be money well spent. You want those you contact to feel EMOTIONALLY INVOLVED in your search. 

Encouraging them to listen to your Recorded Message will dramatically help to get everyone “hooked” into your search.

(At the end of Step 4 in the Gold Enhancements, learn how to have your Toll-Free Phone service completely paid for, with no cost to you.)

This is ___(Circle member)___, from ___(thread of connection)___ and I’m writing you for a very important and wonderful reason.  Mary and John, a married couple who is very close to me, are beginning their journey to parenthood by pursuing the adoption of an infant child. 

They could really use your help!

They are searching to find a woman who wishes to create an adoption plan for her unborn or newborn child. A Birthmom (as she is called in adoption circles) making an adoption plan will often begin her own search, hoping to directly influence the selection of the parents adopting her child.  She often wishes to “choose” (in a non-identifying way) what she feels will make the perfect parents for her child.  

I would love for Mary and John to be one of the couples she considers in this selection process.

So my request is this. Over the upcoming weeks and months, as you go about your everyday life, I’d like to ask that you keep your eyes and ears open for what we call an “adoption opportunity”.  This is where you learn of a woman interested in making an adoption plan for her unborn or newborn child.

Then, as you come across an adoption opportunity, I would ask that you pass along to the Birthmom (or to a person close to her) a copy of Mary and John’s non-identifying family portfolio, or one of their information cards. (A portfolio and several cards have been sent with this letter).  

These information pieces carefully preserve the anonymity of both the Birthmom and Mary and John. They offer the Birthmom an extremely “safe”, anonymous way to learn more about Mary and John. 

As you see in their portfolio and on the information card, the Birthmom will be given the opportunity to call a free recorded message to hear Mary and John tell their personal story about why they have chosen adoption in their journey to parenthood. (You are welcome to call and listen as well.)  Their website is also listed so the Birthmom can see pictures of Mary and John and their family. 

If the Birthmom is interested in learning more, she can leave a message to be contacted.  The recorded message will inform her that she will not be contacted directly by Mary and John, but by their adoption counselor, a representative from their state-licensed adoption agency.  

The adoption counselor will either contact the Birthmom directly, or the counselor can contact the Birthmom’s trusted family member or friend.  

Please remember that time is of the essence if you encounter an adoption opportunity. Please act quickly by gently offering Mary and John’s information card to the Birthmom or to a person close to her.

So that is my request. I simply ask that you carry a few information cards around with you in your wallet, purse or glove-compartment. Then if an adoption opportunity presents itself, please offer the card.

This will provide the Birthmom another choice for adopting parents and will provide Mary and John another chance to share their story and desire to be parents through adoption. 

A few words of helpful caution

If you actually speak with a Birthmom or with her family, please be careful not to share last names, addresses, cities, or other details about Mary and John.  

Experience has shown us that in the excitement of the moment, there is the temptation to indicate where the adopting couple lives, works or other identifying information. For now anyway, please help keep these details confidential.  

At this early stage of the adoption process, anonymity creates the greatest safety for both the Birthmom and for the adopting couple. If later, when a Birthmom and the adopting couple make greater commitments to each other, only then can the careful sharing of information be considered.  So for now, don’t say too much to the Birthmom! Thanks!
